Thiage, which is located in Terrebonne Parish, feenbappropri-
ately dubbed “The Good Earth Village.” Houma isdted in the southeastern part of Louisiana in i€apuntry
and is home to approximately 35,000 people. Tlea & ethnically diverse, with a significant prajpmm of the
area’s people being of African American and Nat#meerican descent. The area has been devastatadrby
canes Katrina and Rita, and the clean-up and iihgilefforts in the area are expected to last s¢years. The
volunteer village will host 90 — 100 volunteersaaatme, and people from all over the country,af the world, will
call it home during the time they spend in Houmiping its citizens to rebuild their homes and live&3ur commit-
ment as a presbytery is to assist PDA to finaneeviliage, to organize and build the village, tafsthe village,
and to provide ongoing support and momentum foptiogect.
