SERMON   An Authoritative Witness 
This morning’s sermon is a dialogue between the scripture lesson and a statement read at Federal Court by Kristin Holm.

Institute for Security Cooperation (formerly the School of the Americas) at Ft. Benning, Georgia.  The School of the Americas 

trained some of the worst military dictators in Latin American history, responsible for the deaths of hundreds of thousands of 



innocent men, women and children.  Kristin was convicted and sentenced to 60 days in federal prison and a $250 fine.  Kristin 
is the goddaughter of Linda Anderson-Little.  Linda and the rest of the Anderson-Little’s couldn’t be prouder of Kristin for her 
faith, her courage and her witness.
